Hi John,

Thanks for thinking of us and writing.  We haven't been good communicators of late, as we have had a team from Baylor University with us and a team from our church in Rochester before that, so we have been pretty busy.

We just found out that we lost both of our court cases that we have been involved in (Langano Elementary School and House of Hope), but we are applying for a blockage of the judgements, claiming that there was a corruption of justice.  We definitely need prayer for these cases, that we will be able to appeal to a higher court and get a fair hearing.

The other news is that we will be home in the USA for 4-6 weeks to have some medical tests run on Dan.  We don't think there is anything major going on.  There are a few things the missionary doctor here wants to get ruled out, so we will be coming home April 2.  I'm not sure whether or not we will make it down to NYC, but we will be sure to let you know if it looks like we can head that way.  Other than the need to investigate the medical issues, we are doing fine.  All is peaceful here in Langano, we are enjoying our work here, and God continues to work.

One prayer request is for an area in Western Ethiopia where over 10,000 Christians have been displaced due to religious persecution.  M extremists have burned over 65 evangelical churches.  So be praying for the believers in that area and for peace.
